2021 yilinin Erken Cocukluk Calismalart Dergisinin (ECCD) ilk sayist olan besinci cildi birinci
sayisinda 10 arastirma makalesi ve 1 derleme makalesi ile toplam 11 tane alana katk: getirecek
aragtirmay1 sizlerle bulusturmanin gururu ve onuru icindeyiz. Buytk bir emek ve heyecanla
yayimlamaya devam ettigimiz dergimize cesaret ve gi¢ veren Yonetim Kurulumuza buradan
tesekkurlerimi iletiyorum.

Bu sayimizda Hatice Zeynep Inan tarafindan yapilan arastirmada “Reggio Emilia-ilhamli okullarda
kaynastirma egitimi: Meta-etnografik bir arasttrma” bashgi bizi karsilamaktadir. Arastirma tipik
gelisim gosteren ¢ocuklarin devam ettigi Reggio Emilia sinuflarinda, 6zel gereksinimli ¢ocuklarin
nasil kaynastirildigint ortaya koyan bir ¢alismadir. Arastirma Reggio Emilia yaklasimint esas almuis
okul 6ncesi egitim kurumlarinda 6zel haklar1 olan ¢ocuklara dair yapilan ¢alismalardan olusmast
6nemli ve dikkat ¢ekicidir.

Esra Akosmanoglu ve Ahmet Bedel yapilan diger arastirmada “Okul 6ncesi egitim programi ile
butiinlestirilmis aile destek egitim rehberliginin (OBADER) annelerin ¢ocuklarina kars: tutumlarina
etkisinin incelenmesi” ile arastirma egitim programi sonunda annelerin demokratik tutumlarinin
anlamli diizeyde arttigy, otoriter, izin verici ve koruyucu tutumlarinin anlamli diizeyde azaldigint
gostermektedir. Bu sonug ile aile egitiminin 6nemine bir kez daha dikkat ¢ekilmistir.

Bir arastirma makalesi olarak Aylin Sop ve Miserref Dalkiran Turgut tarafindan yapilan
“Ebeveynlerin ¢ocuklart i¢cin Montessori yontemi uygulayan anaokulu se¢me nedenleri” baglikls
makale dikkati cekmektedir. Bu calisma, erken ¢ocukluk déneminde ¢ocuklart olan ebeveynlerin
Montessori okulunu tercih etme sebeplerini incelemistir.

Diger calisma Muhammed Stikrii Aydin tarafindan yapilan “29-72 aylik ¢ocuklarin olumsuz ve
prososyal yalan séyleme davranslarinin incelenmesi” olarak karsimiza ¢ikmaktadir. Sonuglar,
Tiurkiye’de hentiz emekleme asamasinda olan kiiclik yas ¢ocuklarinin yalan séyleme davranislari
konusunda 6nct bilgiler saglamasi bakimindan 6nem tasimaktadir.

Muhammed Unal ve Pelin Aksiit tarafindan yapilan bir diger arastirmada “4-6 yas ¢ocuklarina
etkinlik temelli STEM egitiminin bilimsel sture¢ becerilerine etkisinin incelenmesi” basligi bizi
karsilamaktadir. Arastirma 4-6 yas grubu ¢ocuklarda etkinlik temelli STEM egitiminin bilimsel siire¢
becerilerine etkisinin incelenmesi amaglanmistir. Sonuglar Etkinlik Temelli STEM Egitimi
Uygulamalarinin ¢ocuklarin bilimsel siire¢ becerilerini olumlu yonde etkiledigini ortaya koymast
actsindan 6nemli ve dikkat cekicidir.

Serife Hiilya Kurt ve Ayperi Dikici Sigirtmag tarafindan kaleme alinan makalede “Okul 6ncesi
ogretmenlerinin 6z-dizenlemeleri ve 6z-dizenlemeli 6grenmeyi destekleyen uygulamalarinin sinif
yonetimi becerisi tzerine etkisi” bashgt dikkati ¢ekmektedir. Bu c¢alismada okul Oncesi
ogretmenlerinin sinif yonetimi becerilerinin 6z duzenlemeleri ve 6z-dizenlemeli 6grenmeyi
destekleyen uygulamalart ile iliskisi ortaya konulmustur. Elde edilen bulgular, okul 6ncesi
ogretmenlerinin 6z-diizenlemelerinin ve 6z-dizenlemeli 6grenmeyi destekleyen uygulamalarinin
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sinif yonetimi becerileri tizerindeki etkisinin yiiksek derecesini gbstermesi yoniiyle 6nemli ve dikkat
cekicidir.

Serap Demiriz ve Mehmet Basaran tarafindan kaleme alinan makalede “Okul 6ncesi egitimde
ogretmen adaylart ve ¢ocuklarin diyaloglart” baghigt dikkati gekmektedir. Bu ¢alismada okul 6ncesi
ogretmen adaylari ile okul 6ncesi egitimine devam eden ¢ocuklarin diyaloglarint incelemistir. Cocuk
merkezli egitim ve sorgulama temelli egitim kapsaminin yeniden gindeme gelmesi, ¢alismanin
dikkat ¢ekici sonuglarindandir.

Diger ¢alisma Abdiilhamit Karademir ve Ozkan Saatcioglu tarafindan yapilan “Tiirkiye'deki okul
oncesi 6gretmenligi hazirlik programlart: Sinif yonetimi modellerinde degiskenlerin cok diizeyli
analizi” olarak karsimiza ¢tkmaktadir. Sonuclar, sinif yonetimi dersinin, alan uzmanlart tarafindan
yurttilmesinin 6gretmen adaylarinin dogru ve etkili modelleri belitlemeleri tizerinde etkili oldugu
konusunda 6nctii bilgiler saglamast bakimindan 6nem tagimaktadir.

Ozkan Sapsaglam, Ridvan Karabulut ve 1pek Ekici tarafindan yapilan bir diger ¢alisma “Okul
oncesi 6gretmenlerinin kariyer uyumluluklart ve c¢ocuklar icin kullandiklar mutluluk artirict
stratejiler arasindaki iliskinin incelenmesi” olarak karsimiza ¢tkmaktadir. Sonuglar, okul 6ncesi
ogretmenlerinin kariyer uyumluluklarinin ve ¢ocuklar i¢cin kullandiklart mutluluk artirici stratejilerin,
meslegini sevme ve meslegini se¢me durumlarina paralel olduguna iliskin bilgiler sunmast
bakimindan 6nem tasimaktadir.

Diger bir arastirma makalesi, Mudriye Yildiz Bigakei, Baris Ekici, Serife Sezen Aksu, Feyza Kutlu
Konuk, Elif Nur Gurkan Tazegil tarafindan yapian “N6roPLAY Yonteminin Izleminde
Kullanilan Bozulmus Oyun Davranis Degerlendirme Olgegi ve Ebeveyn Oyun Davranis
Degerlendirme Olgeginin Gelistirilmesi” adli calismadir. Calisma, alanin ihtiyacint karsilayacak bir
veri toplama araci gelistirilmesi yontiyle 6nemli ve dikkat ¢ekicidir.

Ahmet Erol ve Asiye Ivrendi tarafindan yapilan “Erken Cocuklukta STEM Egitimi” konulu
derleme ¢alismadir. Bu ¢alismada, egitimcilere ve arastirmacilara erken cocukluk déneminde STEM
egitimine yonelik kavramsal bir ¢erceve ve etkili uygulamalar gelistirmelerine rehberlik edebilecek
oneriler sunulmast acisindan dikkat cekicidir.

We are proud and honored to present 10 research articles and 1 review articles in total 11 articles
that will contribute to the field in the fifth volume, the first issue of the 2021 Journal of Early
Childhood Studies. I would like to express my gratitude to the Board of Directors for encouraging
and strengthening our magazine, which we continue to publish with great effort and enthusiasm.

In this issue, the research conducted by Hatice Zeynep Inan with the title of “Inclusive education
in Reggio Emilia-inspired preschools: A meta-ethnographic study” revealed how children with
special needs are integrated in Reggio Emilia classrooms where children that show typical
development. It is important and striking becatuse the research consisted of studies on children
with special rights in preschool education institutions based on the Reggio Emilia approach.

Another study titled “Examination of the effects of the integrated family support education guide
with the preschool education program (OBADER) on the attitudes of mothers towards their
children” conducted by Esra Akosmanoglu and Ahmet Bedel, showed that at the end of the
education program, the democratic attitudes of the mothers increased significantly, and their
authoritarian, permissive and protective attitudes decreased significantly. With this result, the
importance of family education was once again highlighted.

In another study, the article titled “Parent’s reasons choosing Montessori school for their child” by
Aylin Sop and Miserref Dalkiran Turgut draws attention as a research article. This study examined
the reasons of parents for preferring Montessori school.

The other study, conducted by Muhammed Sikrii Aydin, is " Investigation of antisocial and
prosocial lie telling behaviors of 29—72 month-old children". The results are important in terms of
providing information on lying behaviors of infants in Turkey.

In another study conducted by Muhammed Unal and Pelin Aksiit with the title of “Investigate the
effect of activity-based STEM education on scientific process skills for 4-6 years old preschool”.
The aim of the study was to examine the effect of activity-based STEM education on scientific
process skills in children aged 4-6. The results are important and remarkable in terms of revealing
that Activity-Based STEM Education Practices positively affected the scientific process skills of
children.

The article titled as “The effect of practices supporting self-regulated learning and preschool
teachers’ self-regulations on classroom management skills” and written by Serife Hiilya Kurt and
Ayperi Dikici Sigirtmag draws attention. In this study, the relationship between preschool teachers'
classroom management skills with self-regulation and practices supporting self-regulated learning
was revealed. The findings are important and striking in that the effect of preschool teachers' self-
regulation and practices supporting self-regulated learning on classroom management skills was
high

The other study titled as "Preschool teachers’ preparation programs in Turkey: A multi-level
analysis of variables on classroom management models" was conducted by Abdilhamit Karademir
and Ozkan Saatcioglu. The results are important because the results showed that the classroom
management course being conducted by field experts is effective on preservice teachers'
determination of correct and effective models.

In the article written by Serap Demiriz and Mehmet Basaran with the title of ““Teacher candidates
and children's dialogues in preschool education” draws attention. In this study, the dialogues of
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preschool teacher candidates and children enrolling preschool education were examined. The
striking result is that the scope of child-centered education and inquiry-based education is on the
agenda again.

The other study named as "Examining the relationship between preschool teachers' career
adaptability and happiness-enhancing strategies for children" realized by Ozkan Sapsaglam, Ridvan
Karabulut and Ipek Ekici. The results are important for preschool teachers' career adaptability and
the happiness-enhancing strategies that they use for children in terms of loving and choosing their
profession.

Another research article is "NeuroPLAY Play Behavior Assesment Scale and NeuroPLAY
Parent Play Behavior Assesment Scale Used in the Monitoring of the NeuroPLAY Method" and
conducted by Midriye Yildiz Bicaket, Baris Ekici, Serife Sezen Aksu, Feyza Kutlu Konuk, Elif
Nur Giirkan Tazegtl. The study is important and remarkable in terms of developing a data
collection tool that will meet the needs of the field.

The review study named as "STEM Education in Early Childhood" conducted by Ahmet Erol and
Asiye Ivrendi. This study is remarkable in terms of providing suggestions that can guide educators

and researchers to develop a conceptual framework and effective practices for STEM education in
early childhood.

We hope that the Covid 19 Pandemic, experienced as the world in 2021, all the problems will end
in health in the coming years and days.
